Section 7 – Club Changing Policy

1. All junior players & their parents are to be provided with a copy of the Club changing room policy, and all players will be expected to adhere to the policy at all times. 

2. Parental consent must be given if young players (under 16) are to share changing and/or showering facilities with adults. 

3. Junior players (under 16) who do not wish to change or shower with adults will be under no obligation to do so & will be encouraged to change / shower at home.

4. Players who are under 10 will be required to change at home, due to the Club being unable to meet the current ECB guideline which requires two members of staff of the same sex as the players to supervise under 10 players whilst they change. 

5. All parents should be aware that there are circumstances under which players under the age of 16 years may find themselves changing clothes / showering in the presence of persons over 18 years - particularly if junior players participate in senior cricket matches / practice sessions. If any parent is not comfortable with this arrangement then the parent must ensure that their child changes and / or showers at home. The parent must also ensure that the junior player does not enter changing facilities at any time if parental consent has not been given.
6. Adults working with young teams, (i.e. whilst the juniors are in their care for a junior match / practice session) including, coaches, umpires or staff will not change or shower at the same time using the same facility as young players (under 16). 

7. Mixed gender teams will be provided with separate times when they can change in single sex groups.
8. Photographic equipment is prohibited in all changing rooms at the Club. Please note that any person found using the camera facility of a mobile phone whilst in the changing rooms will be subject to disciplinary proceedings which may include expulsion.
9. Disabled players (and /or their carer) should discuss any specific needs with the Coach or the Club Welfare Officer. The Club will ensure that full consent is given to any assistance or support required.  
Section 8 - Photography / Video Policy

1. All junior players & their parents will be provided with a copy of the Club photography / video policy, which outlines the responsibilities of parents and the Club, and all parties will be expected to adhere to this policy at all times.

2. The Club recognises the need to ensure the welfare and safety of all Young people (under 18) in Cricket. The Club will follow the guidance issued by the England & Wales Cricket Board (ECB) on the use of images of young people, a copy of which is available from the Club Welfare Officer, or from the ECB child welfare website www.ecb.co.uk  

3. As part of this commitment, the Club (and its officials / coaches etc) will not themselves take photographs / video or other images of young people, nor will the Club authorise the taking of any images of young people without the prior written consent of the Parent / Guardian, and the Young Player. 

4. The Club understands that there may be circumstances under which a parent would not wish their child to be photographed. It is therefore the responsibility of the parent concerned to ensure that their child is not videoed or photographed. Parents are advised that the Club is unable to supervise individual children (with respect to them being photographed / videoed) during cricket activities or competitions, particularly in locations which are open to members of the general public. 

5. The recording of images of young people by ECB qualified cricket coaches, as part of a legitimate coaching programme within the Club will be permitted to occur, subject to prior written consent of the parent and the young person being obtained, and subject also to the qualified coach undertaking the recording, analysis and storage of any such images strictly in accordance with all ECB coaching guidelines in force at the time. 

6. The Club prohibits the use of all photographic equipment in changing rooms (including mobile phones which have the capability to take photographs)  

7. If photographs (e.g. team or action shots) are to be submitted to the press, be published within Club literature or on the Club website, names will not be stated alongside photographs & vice versa. The only exception to this will be where a specific need exists to identify one individual due to a notable individual occurrence / achievement. In any such occurrence, written parental consent will be obtained by the Club in advance of publication, on a “one off” basis. 

8. The Club will take steps to ensure that any images taken by the Club itself, or authorised to be taken by the Club will be used solely for the purpose they are intended, which is the promotion and celebration of the Club’s cricketing activities, or as a part of a legitimate programme of coaching activity approved by the Head of Coaching at the Club.

9. If you become aware that any images are being used inappropriately you should inform the Club Welfare Officer immediately.
Section 9 – Club Transport Policy - applicable to matches & practice sessions

1. The Club policy is that parents / guardians or other responsible adults* are responsible for transporting players to and from all matches and practice sessions and therefore the Club will not be registering private vehicles for the transportation of individuals in connection with any fixtures or practice sessions arranged by the Club.

2. The implementation of this policy is not intended to exclude any player from participation, and Parents or Guardians should contact The Club Welfare Officer if they have any problems with the transportation of players to matches or practice sessions.

· Note: The term “responsible adult” refers to a person who has been chosen by the parent / guardian of the child or young person being transported, and under such circumstances the parent & responsible adult are deemed to have made a private arrangement.

Section 10 – Automatic Non-Voting Membership Status

Junior membership of the Club also provides the parents / carers / guardians of the child with non-voting membership of the Club. This entitles parents / carers / guardians no additional privileges that would otherwise be gained by paying the appropriate adult membership fee. Any use of facilities (for example social / training / playing) may incur the same charges as relevant to a full adult membership.

Section 11 – Data Protection

The Club will use the information provided on this Membership Form to administer his/her cricketing activity at the Club and in activities in which he/she participates through the Club and to care for and supervise activities in which he/she is involved.

In some cases this may require the Club to disclose information to County Boards, Leagues and to the England & Wales Cricket Board. In the event of a medical issue or child protection issue arising, the Club may disclose certain information to doctors, medical specialists, police, children’s social care, the Courts and potentially to legal and other advisers involved in an investigation.
Section 12 – Minster Cricket Club Code of Conduct

The Coach will endeavour to:

- Follow the guidelines stated in MCC’s Child Welfare Policy.
- Provide information on training and matches.

- Plan/evaluate training sessions and will select the team for matches.

- Be punctual and prepared for training and matches.

- Give everyone the chance to learn and play the game of cricket.

- Advance players to district/county level if applicable.

- Be approachable and available to answer questions etc.

- Inform parents and players of their progress and relay any relevant information.

- Liaise with Coaching Coordinator & Director of Coaching for consistent coaching techniques.

- Report back regularly to Welfare Officer on all sessions/matches.

- Identify any discipline/behaviour issues and report to Welfare Officer.

- At ALL times represent Minster Cricket Club and the KCB/ECB.

The Player will endeavour to:

- Be prompt for training and matches.

- Listen to coaches’ instructions at ALL times.
- Have the correct payment etc. for training and matches.

- Ask questions if they’re not sure about anything.

- Relay information to Parents/Guardians where applicable.

- Contact the coach or see appropriate section of club website if weather looks doubtful.

- Arrange transport to/from training and matches.

- Remember that ALL coaches at MCC are volunteers and that help with setting up/ putting
  away training and match day equipment is normal practise.

- Be responsible for yourself, your coach and other players’ safety at ALL times.
- Represent MCC on match days and wherever possible wear club endorsed clothing.

- MOST OF ALL HAVE FUN AND ENJOY THE GAME OF CRICKET!

The Parent or Guardian will endeavour to:
- Support the coaches/players’ guidelines as set out above.

- Be approachable by the coach for information/feedback etc.

- Ask questions when not sure about anything.

CONSENT FROM PARENTS OF PLAYERS IN THE UNDER 13 CATEGORY AND YOUNGER
New ECB Guidance (2007 Season) states that any player in the Under 13 age group and younger must have explicit written consent from a parent or guardian before participating in adult matches.  It is strongly recommended that a parent, guardian or other identified responsible adult is present whenever a player in the Under 13 age group or younger plays in an adult match.  Youngsters in the Under 11 age group must have explicit prior approval of the League or Cup Management before the player can play in an adult League or Cup match.  Approval should only be given to exceptionally talented players.
It is Club policy that talented youngsters in the Under 13 age category and younger will be encouraged to play in senior teams as availability allows.  In order to ease administration throughout the season it is easier if we can obtain consent from parents on this registration form in case your child is chosen for an adult match rather than on a week by week basis.  Full liaison between coaches, team captains and parents will take place if your child is chosen.
